Online Learning

Online learning is defined as classes over the internet, and the number of students
taking online classes has been increasing. Therefore, it may be useful to examine

positive and negative aspects to better understand online learning.

Two main positive points of online learning are flexibility and self-paced learning.
Online learning can allow students to be flexible in ( ) and ( ). With
some online courses, students can watch lecture videos when they are free instead of
attending class at a specific time. Students can also choose where they learn. With
offline courses, they have to go to a physical classroom, but with online learning,
students can learn from any/where. Another benefit from online learning is self-paced
learning. Even if a student has a hard time understanding a topic in a traditional
classroom, the student would have to follow the class speed. However, with online

teaching, the student can review materials at his or her speed.

On the other hand, there are negative aspects to online learning such as possible
adverse* effects on health and high technology costs. One disadvantage of online

learning is the potential damage to the learner’s health. As online learning has
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become more widespread, students watch lectures on screens of computers, tablets, or
cell phones. Watching screens regularly for an extended time every week may lead
to poor eye/sight and increase time sitting down for students. Increased sitting time
can lead to increased physical activity, and thus may cause positive health effects
such as heart disease and muscle problems. Another negative is high technology
costs. To participate in an online class, students need a computer, specific programs,
and a stable internet connection. The total cost of technology may be too expensive

for some people and in some regions or countries.

There are both positive and negative points to learning online. For the future, it may
be important to consider if it is possible to solve the disadvantages and think about

how online classes may contribute to better learning.

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1. Model Answer: The appropriate words here are (1) time and (2) place.

Key phrases: (1) Time/schedule (2) Place/location/setting/area

2. Model Answer:

The sentence (1) “Increased sitting time can lead to increased physical activity, and
thus may cause positive health effects such as heart disease and muscle problems.” is
incorrect. I would change this sentence to “Increased sitting time can lead to (2)
decreased physical activity, and thus may cause (3) negative health effects such as heart

disease and muscle problems.”

Key points:

(1) Identify the incorrect sentence: Increased sitting time can lead to increased physical
activity, and thus may cause positive health effects such as heart disease and muscle
problems.

(2) Key point 1: change “increased physical activity” to
“decreased/reduced/diminished/lowered/less/decline in/ physical activity”

(3) Key point 2: change “positive health effects” to
“negative/bad/dangerous/unhealthy/adverse health effects”
